	Over 70% of the Earth’s surface is covered with water. 97% of all water is in the ocean and only 3% is fresh water for human use.

	Water Cycle
	Also known as Hydrologic Cycle.  

	Evaporation
	The Sun powers the water cycle by changing liquid water to gas (vapor) from oceans, lakes, ponds, etc.

	Transpiration
	When water is absorbed from plants into the atmosphere

	Condensation
	When temperature drops the water vapor changes to liquid droplets forming clouds

	Sublimation
	When water changes from solid (snow) to gas (vapor) without becoming liquid first 

	Precipitation
	small condensed water droplets form larger drops and fall back to Earth as rain, sleet, snow, hail, etc

	Surface Runoff
	The return of liquid water to larger bodies of water, such as down hill to a stream or river

	Infiltration
	When surface runoff sinks into the ground - refilling aquifiers
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
